WE PROCLAIM CHRIST TO THE WHOLE WORLD! 
 
Not to preach the Gospel would be my undoing, for 
Christ himself sent me as His apostle and witness.  The 
more remote, the more difficult the assignment, the 
more my love of God spurs me on.  I am bound to 
proclaim that Jesus is Christ, the Son of the living God.
